2008 Preview 
The Cougars finished in second place in Upper Midwest Athletic Conference (UMAC) action last year with a 
12-2 mark and 14-4-1 overall.   
 
The 2008 season will be filled with many new faces and continued high expectations. 
 
Coming off a forth trip to the UMAC Tournament Championship game the Cougars will have a new look this 
fall. With a turn over of 11 players from last year’s squad the they will look to reload and aim for a fifth trip to 
the championship game. NCAA 2nd round tournament team St. Scholastica team will present the biggest 
resistance along with the always tough Northwestern, Crown and Bethany Lutheran teams.

Having earned 3 UMAC tournament championships and 1 regular season title the Cougars have a strong record 
of success. They will, however, have their work cut out for them to remain at the top of the conference with 
such a youthful team. Last seasons run to the tournament championship game, only to fall in penalty kicks after 
120 minutes of a 1-1 score line, was a tribute to the hard work and dedication of each player and something this 
team will look to emulate.
