and Competitive Scholarships: December 15th

Complete applications postmarked by December 15th will be considered for admission,
UMM Competitive Scholarships and UMM Automatic Academic Scholarships (see
http://www.morris.umn.edu/prospective/scholarships/ for details). You must apply
by December 15th to be considered for all available competitive scholarships.

Final Deadline: March 15th
Applications received after December 15th will be considered for admission and UMM
Automatic Academic Scholarships.

A $125 non-refundable confirmation fee is required of all admitted
students to confirm your intent to enroll by May 1st. Campus housing
assignments and class registration begin in April and are open only to
students who have paid their confirmation fee.

UMM Competitive Merit Scholar Awards: Due December 15th

First-year students with an outstanding academic and leadership record are invited to compete for the Prairie Scholars Award and Morris
Scholars Award. Although there are no minimum qualifications, recipients are typically selected from the top 10% of their senior class and
have achieved an above-average standardized test score (ACT or SAT Reasoning). To be eligible for consideration, students must be accepted
to UMM and submit their scholarship essay by the December 15th deadline. Recipients for these prestigious awards will be selected through
an on-campus competition in early February.

Prairie Scholars Award
Amount: Full Tuition scholarship; renewable for up to four years.

Morris Scholars Award

Amount: A $5,000 per year scholarship renewable for up to four years plus a one-time $2,500 scholarly stipend. The stipend may be used dur-
ing the second, third or fourth year at UMM to engage in an eligible scholarly experience (e.g., to study abroad, to participate in a research or
artistic project or to travel to academic conferences).
